	1 Movie Trailer

	7 Test and Answer Key

Create a 25-question test with a variety of question types that include important aspects of the plot, character, and setting and require meaning making. Include the answer key. 

	8 Three Letters

Write a letter to the author and to two characters in the book! Share your opinion of the book, supported by specific examples. Demonstrate that you understand the author’s purpose and theme and the characters’ values and motivations.
	9 Comic or Picture Book Version

Show the key elements that belong in a summary and illustrate! Be thoughtful in selecting key characters and events that effectively summarize the story and give a sense of the book’s theme.
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
